The Final Paper
Your term paper must conform to the sample research paper on page 440 of the Concise
Wadsworth Handbook. The term paper will have an introductory paragraph with a thesis, body of
essay, and conclusion. This should be 1,500-2,000 words NOT including the works cited. Your
paper will be written according to MLA 7 documentation. A rough draft will be handed in for a
small grade plus my comments by April 23rd. The final draft of the term paper will be due at
midnight on May 3rd.

Please email me (professorwend@gmail.com) by April 16th with your paper topic and some
general idea of what your research paper will entail. Your topic should be scholarly in nature and
narrow enough to fit into the scope of the paper length.

All research must be dated after 1999 and gathered using library research at the college library.
A minimum of four sources is required for a passing grade. Make sure your paper is typed
(Times New Roman Font Size 12), double spaced, titled, and has one inch margins. Please insert
your last name and the page number (lastname pagenumber) in the top right corner. A works
cited page will be included on a separate page at the end of your paper. Please title your file
